Circus! Science Under The Big Top is an interactive exhibition that 
uses science to explore the wonders of the circus, and the world 
of the circus to explore science. There are 19 interactive exhibits 
that include: the High Wire, an actual steel cable suspended 2.7 
metres in the air; Elastic Acrobatics, where visitors jump up to a 
trapeze and learn how human bodies respond to thrills, chills and 
physical exertion; and The Human Cannonball, where visitors can 
shoot a projectile out of a cannon to hit a target; and more.

Aboriginal Peoples of the Plains (Grade 5)
Bison diorama introduction followed by Grasslands Gallery tour, 
artifacts inside the tipi, and model tipi construction. New tipi and 
agricultural exhibits incorporated.

The Alien Who Stole Christmas (K–4) – December only
Special holiday show combines a winter sky tour with a fun story 
about Santa and a flying saucer.

The Amazing Light Workshop (4)
Students experiment with lenses and mirrors, discover what light 
can tell us about the Universe, and make a working kaleidoscope 
they can take home. Requires one hour, 45 minutes to complete.

Ancient Civilizations (8–12)

Diversity and classification of life are addressed through  
an activity tour of the biomes of Manitoba.

Mining  
is also examined.

How were beaver hats made? How many furs were traded for a pound of 
beads? Find the answers to these questions and more in this tour of the  
Hudson’s Bay Company Gallery. 

Exploring the Sky (3–6)
Live guided tour of the night sky, covering constellations, planets, and current 
sky events, with a Q&A period.

Forces and Simple Machines (5)
Flying wine glasses, gyroscopes, and other simple machines help demonstrate 
forces and balance.

Forces that Attract and Repel (3)
Demonstrating forces that you can’t see can be a challenge in the classroom, 
but you can make it easy. Covers gravity, magnetism, and electrostatic forces 
and their practical applications with results that are often “shocking”.

Growth and Changes in Animals (2)
Program highlights unique features of local mammals, birds, fish, reptiles, and 
amphibians in the Parklands region. Includes snake pits, bat cave, and giant 
sturgeon.

Growth and Changes in Plants (3)
This program focuses on the unique features of local plants and how they 
were used by Aboriginal populations.

Habitats and Communities (4)
Learn about food chains and webs, and adaptations of different plant and 
animal populations while hiking through the Boreal Forest Gallery.  

The Halloween Show (2–4) – October only
Join Corky the talking bat as he guides you through some of the tales and 
traditions of Halloween.

History of Manitoba (4)
Exploring three different environments in Manitoba, this program compares 
the pre-contact past, the early 20th century, and life today.

Inuit: People of the North (3–5)
Artifact study and a gallery tour demonstrate how the limited resources  
of skin, stone, bone, and snow were important to the Inuit.

Is Anybody Out There? (5–12)
Search for alien life on other planets and extreme life here on Earth. Features 
Canadian scientists and current research on extraterrestrial life.

Nonsuch Gallery Tour (K–12)

How do I book a program for my class?

Teachers can request a booking  by phone or with our online form at  
www.manitobamuseum.ca/main/schools/school-booking-request/.  
For quick date confirmation or suggestion, please include the following 
information: School Name, Teacher’s Name(s), Number of students/classes/
grades, Programs Desired and three Preferred Field Trip Dates. 

It is a good idea to mention if you require a lunch space, have a student(s) 
with special needs or any other details we should know about. 

How far in advance do I need to book?

If you have a specific date, it is best to book as early as possible. We begin 
accepting school bookings in mid August. In general we request a minimum 
of two weeks for guided programs and one week for self guiding visits. 

Do I have to make a booking if my group is self guiding in the Science 
Gallery or Museum Galleries?

Yes! In order to receive the school discount rate, your group must be booked 
prior to your visit or regular public rates will apply. No exceptions.

How much notice do I have to give to cancel or reschedule?

We request five business days notice for cancellation and rescheduling. Less 
than five days notice will result in an administrative fee dependant on the 
booking. If any problems arise, please call the programs office at 988-0626

What is the cost for the teachers and volunteer supervisors?

We allow one free adult supervisor for every six students. Any adult  
supervisors beyond this ratio would pay the same rate as the students.  
Exceptions are made for funded students who require support workers. 
Please mention this when you are requesting a booking.

I have not received a confirmation letter. What do I do?
